A wonderful new exhibition of artwork opened last week at the Homestead
Valley Community Center. Mill Valley Village member Susan Gantner is a
Homestead Valley resident, whose long career as an artist and educator
has yielded a diverse body of work.  Her work is the focus of this
exhibition that will be open through the summer.  
 
Susan founded the Creative Workshop, an after school art program that provided early art
education and exploration opportunities to Children in San Francisco for over ten years in the
1970's.  Many local architects, designers and artists credit this initial introduction to the creative
arts as the early inspiration for their life long passions and professions.
 
Susan illustrated numerous children's books, some of which were published worldwide,
including the Sophie and Jack series, translated into four languages.  Susan went on to found
Jordan Press, a print and greeting card company whose designs are well known and widely
distributed.
